�  wood stove with glass front facing the seating area 
�  chess board 
�  futon couch which converts into double bed 
�  leather lazy boy chair 
�  comfortable seating for six people 
�  two south facing skylights 
�  another window (facing south) with great cross ventilation above couch overlooking 

mountains and Pleasant Bay
